School will commence on October 16th, following our traditional Monday, block schedule.

*Although this is the midterm grading period, in which student grades will be a solid reflection of their
current progress in their classes, this is not a grade that will be on their official transcript. In high
school, the only grade that is reflected on students’ transcripts are the end of semester grades in
December and May. The semester grades are cumulative grades, meaning that Quarter 2 grades are
not averaged with Quarter 1 grades. Instead, they are calculated on an ongoing basis.

Although midterm grades are a solid reflection of your child’s progress, it is not too late to turn grades
around before they become official in December. Please encourage your child to utilize conference
period and after school tutoring in the library if extra help is necessary to raise grades.

TPD Traffic Concerns
